TROUBLESHOOTING

When the printer and the fax modem are working properly, the
green LED (power supply) is always on.

The printer receives a fax through an external telephone line, so
no software is needed. During transmission of a fax, the control
panel displays the messadreteiving Fax. ." and the red LED
next to the power-supply LED flashes every second, then flashes
rapidly at the end of the transmission.
